EADING

Reading still plays a very important part in Year 2.

Your child will bring home an ORT reading book every week.

This will not have been read in school so we encourage you to read it at home with
them. Please write any comments in the Blue Reading diary. Your child is reading
Heinemann books in school which we feel provides a breath and variety for your
children. It is also important that they read a variety of texts at home too o
comics, newspapers, signs, labels, library books etc.

It is also important that you talk about what your child has read & to ensure that

they have not just read the words but fully understood it too. Ask them about the
characters, the plot the setting, likes and dislikes and also things that are inferred
by the text but not actually said.
