The school spent lots of time last year putting its 

creative curriculum into practice. It sounds compli-

cated (to me anyway), but the pupils have taken to 

it big time. The basic idea is to use as many ways as 

possible to explore curriculum topics - bringing to-

gether numeracy, reading, making, playing and 

showing.  

Reception children dressed up and went out to the 

wood to recreate the story of Little Red Riding Hood; 

Year 1 children dressed up as pirates, set sail on the 

high seas in the pirate ships in their classrooms and 

wrote about their adventures; Year 2 children 

dressed up and wrote diaries in the style of Samuel 

Pepys to explore the Great Fire of London.  

Itõs all a bit different to when I was a kid and we just 

sat there learning facts and repeating them. The 

challenge of exploring topics in new and interesting 

ways gets the teachers fired up and it plays to the 

strengths that young people have: the power of 

imagination. Last yearõs SATs results, which can be 

found at the end of this round -up, would seem to 

back up our belief that this really is a great new di-

rection for learning.
